The board of directors is excited about the

Wildlife Rehabilitation Center of Northern

Utahôslogo. After considering many wild

birds, which represent our dedication to

conservation and stewardship of habitat, the

board selected the osprey. Ospreys, also

known as ñfishhawksòare found in Utah

during the summer near fresh water lakes

and waterways. Their wingspans can reach

up to six feet and they have special spines

on their toes that help them hold on to the

slippery fish that make up most of their diet.

The osprey is an important indicator

species. In the 1960ôsand 1970ôsospreys

were endangered because of the effect

D.D.T. had on their eggs. By the mid 1970ôs,

Utah only recorded four active nests with a

total of six young ospreys. Through careful

management that number has been

increasing, particularly along the Green

River and Flaming Gorge areas.

Ospreys still face challenges from their

environment. Because the waterways where

they live are shared with humans, they face

many dangers created by manôsrecreational

activities. Discarded fishing line and baling

twine is often used by osprey for nest

building. Tragically, it is estimated that up to

10% of baby osprey become entwined and

die. You can help by collecting any

discarded fishing line you come across and

disposing of it in a trash can.

In addition, if you are a

recreational boater or

jet skier, always try to

maintain a distance of

at least 800 feet from

them and from their

nests.

Eagle Crashes Into 

Truck and Survives

An adult male golden

eagle went through the

windshield of a semi-

truck on August 4th

pushing the windshield

onto the driverôslap

then ending up on the floor of the cab

dazed, confused, but still alive.

The Wildlife Rehabilitation Center (WRC) of

Northern Utah took the Eagle to Parrish Creek

Veterinary Clinic for treatment. Dr. Folland,

DVM placed four external pins in the carpal

bone of the right wing to stabilize a fracture.

Surgery went well and Dr. Folland suggested

that there is a good chance for full recovery.

Examination of ñCrashôsòleft eye shows some

cloudiness, but he is responding to visual

stimulus and is taking food presented to him.

He is currently on antibiotics for the surgery,

anti-inflammatory eye drops and also

antifungal medication as a precaution to guard

against a respiratory infection.
